Convictions Activity

Cundiff pleaded guilty to one count of fraudulent insurance acts over $500 and was sentenced to three years of unsupervised probation and ordered to pay a $2,500 fine. 

Laura Martin – Martin, an agent, accepted a check and forged and deposited the check into her personal account. Martin pleaded guilty to the charge of criminal possession of a forged instrument – third degree. She was sentenced to diversion and ordered to pay $164 in court costs.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The above individuals were involved in a staged automobile accident scheme in which trucks would be rented with the intention of staging an accident for profit from the insurance companies. Throughout the course of the investigation, Donald Wilson was convicted of six counts of fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to five years on each count to run concurrent. Muhammad pleaded guilty to four counts of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to one year on each count with a conditional discharge in two years. Nadiya Green pleaded guilty to two counts of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to one year on each count to run concurrent with conditional discharge in one year. Moore pleaded guilty to one count of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to one year with a conditional discharge after two years. Forman-Wilson pleaded guilty to two counts of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to one year on each count to run concurrent with a conditional discharge in two years. Jackie Green pleaded guilty to two counts of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to one year on each count to run concurrent with a conditional discharge in two years. Saburabdullah Wilson pleaded guilty to one count of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to one year with a conditional discharge after two years. Cole pleaded guilty to one count of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to six months to be conditionally discharged in six months. Hodges pleaded guilty to one count of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to six months to be conditionally discharged after six months. Burrus pleaded guilty to attempted fraudulent insurance acts and attempted unlawful transaction with a minor 2nd degree and was sentenced to one year on each count to run concurrent with a conditional discharge after two years. Hamilton pleaded guilty to one count of facilitating a fraudulent insurance act and was sentenced to one year conditionally discharged after two years. Sanders pleaded guilty to one count of fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to one year with a conditional discharge after two years. Carr pleaded guilty to two counts of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and one count of attempted unlawful transaction with a minor 2nd degree and was sentenced to one year on each count to run concurrent with a conditional discharge after two years. Swearingen pleaded guilty to one count of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and attempted unlawful transaction with a minor 2nd degree and was sentenced to one year on each count with a conditional discharge after one year. Summitt pleaded guilty to two counts of attempted fraudulent insurance acts and was sentenced to one year with a conditional discharge after two years. Gaither pleaded guilty to attempted fraudulent insurance acts and attempted unlawful transaction with a minor 2nd degree and was sentenced to one year on each count to run concurrent with a conditional discharge after two years. 
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
